Since April more than 26,000 potholes have been repaired additional improvements have been included as surface dressings resurfacing and large patch repairs on affected roads. Cllr Rob Reaney Deputy Derbyshire County Council leader says the intention location of the potential large film studio would be in the East Midlands.
